Meeting called to order at 7:05 PM.

Minutes from the June 9th meeting were distributed.

Old Business:

Grant Update: Nothing new to report.

Sliding hill: Nothing new to report.

Community Day: Review of timeline for the day’s events submitted by Beth Wobbema.  A few changes were made and the approved event schedule will be as follows:

9-11am Pancake and Sausage feed – Kathy Walburn will contact church to see if they are interested in doing this again.

10am – 3pm Arts and Crafts – Beth Wobbema will send out information for this event which will be held in the Community Center.

12pm Kiddy Parade – Beth will be the champion for this event to be held at the City Park.

1pm – 3pm Family Games – Dawn Schnase and Kathy will work together to come up with games for the whole family to be held at the City Park.  Scott mentioned that Valley City has an inflatable bounce house that we may be able to use.  He will check into this.

1pm Bocce Ball Tournament – Travis Bessette will be the champion for this event.

1:30pm Pedal Pull – Scott Tichy will contact Cindy Schwerr in Valley City to find out if they are available, the cost, etc.

2pm – 5pm Shine and Show – Car, motorcycle, pick-up, tractors show.  Travis Bessette will be the contact person for this event.

3pm – 5pm Bingo – Beth will contact Jodi Hassaleu to see if the 7th graders would be willing to do this for a fund-raiser.

5pm Potluck in the Park – We would provide the hot dogs, burgers, and lemonade.  Scott will contact the City Council to see if they would be willing to do the grilling.

9pm – 1am Street Dance – Neil Holland is getting the band and, in the past, he has paid for the sheriff, too.  There was discussion in regards to admission charge for the dance but no decision was made.

Park plan: Kathy, Travis, and Dawn attended the July 7th City Council meeting.  The City Council is requesting the Park Board assume the responsibility maintaining the city park and budgeting for the expenses associated with it.  They are willing to assist with the maintenance until the Park Board is more established. New Business:
