Tundra Team Games

Playground Equipment

Scott gave everyone copies of the Land & Water Conservation Fund manual.  This is a 50/50 matching grant funded by the ND Parks and Recreation Dept.  This grant will reimburse 50% of the eligible expenditures up to the amount of the grant, but we must finance 100% of the project costs upfront.  We would have 18 months to complete the project.  The application for this grant is due May 1st.  The Park Board discussed the cost of playground equipment and whether the cost of new equipment during this economically challenged times is justified.  Travis Besette made a motion to proceed with the application for the Land & Water Conservation Fund grant.  Dawn Schnase seconded.  Motion carried.  (4 yes and 1 no vote)

There is a second grant option that could be applied for through Garrison Diversion.  The application for this grant is due September 1st.  

After discussing the second grant option, the board amended the first motion made by Travis Besette to proceed with the Land and Water Conservation Fund grant.  

Travis Besette made a motion to apply for the Land and Water Conservation Fund grant first and if it is not granted to proceed with the Garrison Diversion grant.  Dawn Schnase seconded.  Motion carried.
The Board discussed some of the ideas and possibilities for the park.  Scott will contact Tyler Jacobson from the Valley City Park to see how they wrote up their grant.  Next meeting is scheduled for March 10.

Kathy made a motion to adjourn, Travis second, carried.
