The minutes from the Park Board meeting held on Tuesday, July 6, 2010 at 7:00 PM.  Present:  Scott Tichy, Travis Besette, Ken Hedmark, and Amy Milbrandt.

President Scott Tichy called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Old Business: 

Table Refinishing:   Each table will cost us between $250 and $300 to refinish.  It was decided that we would have two done at a time by Bruce Pueppke.  He will come and take two at his convenience, and hopefully we will be able to do 2 additional this fall. 

Spraying of the Park: The park will be sprayed by the Groundsman very soon.  We will be having the weed and feed applied.  Cost of the project is $407.  They will be out very soon for the summer rotation.  They will contact us after they have sprayed. 

Playground Project:  

Impact Material:  Wood chips will cost approximately$6600 for 200 yards.  The cost of the rubber impact material would be double the cost of wood chips at approximately $12,000-$15,000. We have only received one quote from Dakota fence, and we are hoping to get one from Dave Ouellette also. We will be using most of the pea rock from the current park because we need to have a 2-3 inch base of pea rock before laying the wood chips.  Scott will contact Dave to get a quote, when he calls him to get an invoice so we can start the partial reimbursement for the equipment.  

Stand Up Seesaw:  With the gift from the Aljoe family we have asked them if it would be ok to purchase a stand up seesaw.  They feel that this would be a good choice after visiting with Scott, a school bus structure was discussed, but we felt the first plan would be good since the family was ok with it.  Travis made a motion that the Park Board will pay the remainder of the cost of the seesaw if the grant cannot be modified.  Ken seconded.  Scott will check with Jessica at the State Park and Rec to see if we can modify our grant proposal to include the seesaw.  Scott will also order the Seesaw from Dakota Fence – Ken Fullman.
Old Equipment:    Jim Kraft should be coming the weekend of the 10th to remove the equipment.  Ken will be in town, so he was given Jim’s phone number to contact to make sure we received payment.  He will be taking the main system, and the slide and one of the swing bays.  He will just cut them off at the ground level. 

Digging and leveling of site & Work dates: 

 We will begin work on the playground site the weekend of 17th.  Starting Saturday at 8 a.m.  We will continue work throughout the weekend and each evening the following week.  A couple people in town are sharing their equipment with us to use, and Scott is able to borrow an auger for us to use as well.   We will begin by digging out, then layout the edges of the impact area, layout centers of each hole, auger all the holes, haul all of the equipment up to the park, set everything up, then cement everything in, followed by pea rock and then finally the wood chips.

New Business: 

Bill Richman stopped by the meeting to see how he should get paid for spraying the park, we asked him to submit a bill.  

Scott mentioned that we need to get a second key made for the bath house or possibly go to a combination lock.  This will be checked into. 

Ken will check with Royal on the potential gift to the park board from Ottertail.  We will be getting our donation sign put together soon, so we would like to get information on that.  
Scott will be getting a getting a draft of the sign together and a bid from Newman signs.
